Golf Canada Membership: All participants must be a Golf Canada subscriber to
compete in LGL for the 2025 season. No other handicap programs or apps will

be accepted.
Minimum Rounds: New Golf Canada members must have at least 5 rounds

posted before the season opener to be eligible to play.

Tees: We will play from the red tees.

Weekly Sign-Up:
Request to Play: Each Thursday afternoon, the pro shop will send out a

request to play for the followingWednesday. You must submit your request to
play by MIDNIGHT SUNDAY in order to be eligible to play the following

Wednesday.
Registered players will receive their groups pairing by 3.00 pm Sunday

afternoon.

Cancellations: If you need to cancel, notify the pro shop by 2:00 PM on
Tuesday. No-shows and late cancellations may incur charges at the discretion

of the pro shop.

Play Ready Golf

Plan your shot while others are playing their shots. Select what clubs
you think you may need and walk to your golf ball while others are
hitting theirs.

Be Ready to play when its your turn.

Be efficient with your pre-shot routine.

Take only one practice swing.

Play a provisional ball if you think your fist ball may be lost or out of
bounds.
Fill your playing partner's divots.

After hitting your ball, move out immediately and put your clubs away at
the next shot.

Bring your putter along with your wedges when playing shots around
the green.

Line up your putt while others are putting and be ready to putt when it is
your turn.

Exit the putting green promptly and put your clubs away at the next tee.

Fill your scorecard out at the next tee box.

Remember: Slow play is selfish and inconsiderate of other players!
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This season the chip-in pool will again be available to all the golfers. In
order to generate more interest this year’s chip-in pool will be broken

down into even and odd weeks.

On week One of Ladies Day any chip-ins made on any odd holes 1,
3, 5, 7, 9 will be eligible to win $$$$. Payouts will be based on the
number of winners. If no winner(s) all money wagered will carry

over to the following week.

On week Two of Ladies Day any chip-ins made on any even holes
2,4 6,8, will be eligible to win $$$$. Payouts will be based on the
number of winners. If no winner(s) all money wagered will carry

over to the following week.

The rotation of the even / odd holes each week will continue
throughout the season.

The pro shop will remind everyone prior to play that day whether
it is an even or odd hole chip-in week.

REMEMBER, if you miss getting in on the chip-in pool on any
given week in order to play the following week you must pay for
those weeks that you missed. Keep it simple and make sure you
enter EVERY week, so you don’t jeopardize your chance of

winning.
